The new Tandridge Commu-
nity Fund ("TCF’) received a
generous boost to its funds
recently during an informal
function hosted by Surrey
County Councillor for Cater-
ham Valley, Sally Marks.
Founder members of TCF
including Chairman, Mike
Moss, took the opportunty
to explain to their special
guests the significance of
the new local fund and the
enormous potential it has to
assist local groups and indi-
viduals in need of financial
support. The guest speaker
was Dr Helen Bowcock, au-
thor of ‘Hidden Surrey’, a
report that explains in detail
why ‘local giving’ is needed to
strengthen our communities.
TCF is administered by the
Community Foundation for
Surrey which awards grants
across the county. TCF's
initial target is to raise a
£100,000 capital fund in
order to be in a position to
start awarding grants in
Tandridge and the fund al-
ready has nearly £40,000.
Thanks to the government’s
‘Grassroots’ initiative, any

£1 donation made before
March 2011 is matched with
a further £1 from the Office
of the Third Sector’s Grass-
roots programme and with
Gift Aid the donation more
than doubles, pushing a £1
donation up to the sum of
£2.56 for the Fund.

After the event, TCF Chair-
man Mike Moss said: “I am
very grateful to Sally Marks
for hosting this event and
for the support and gen-
erosity shown by those who
attended. Our fund is
steadily growing and we are
especially keen to take ad-
vantage of the govern-
ment’s match-funding while
it is available. This is an es-
pecially good time for
donors who can see their
donation more than doubled
if they want to help us now.”

Firstly I want to say a big
thank you to everyone
who responded to our
message: ‘Don’t wind up
with egg on your face’ re-
garding how we would
deal with anti-social be-
haviour around Halloween
and Guy Fawkes Night.
The number of reports of
ASB over this period was
the quietest in years. On
Halloween night we seized
a quantity of alcohol from
underage teenagers. We
also issued two fixed
penalty notices; one for
obtaining  alcohol  for
someone under the age of
18 and the other to a con-
venience store for selling
wine and cigarettes to
three 15-year-old girls.

On Remembrance Sunday
members of my team were
at locations throughout
Tandridge assisting with
traffic control and laying

Douglas recalls his
wartime experiences for
‘Britain at War’ dvd

The recollections of local
World War II veteran, Dou-
glas Newdick, have been
recorded for posterity in a
new four-disk dvd set enti-
tled ‘Britain at War".

Douglas, who lives in Cater-

ham-on-the-Hill, was ap-
proached by Aaron
Hutchinson  of  ‘Simply

Media’, who produced the
dvds. Aaron was put in
touch with Douglas after
contacting the Italy Star As-
sociation for soldiers who
fought in Italy. Although
Douglas was at the fight for
Monte Cassino in 1944, it
was his experiences in El
Alamein in North Africa in
1942 that Aaron wanted
Douglas to talk about in
front of the camera.

"I arrived in El Alamein on
31st July 1942," recalled
Douglas. "I was part of the
44th Home Counties Divi-
sion of the Eigth Army. We
got so badly smashed up
that three months after ar-
riving in the desert our divi-
sion was split up.”

The set of dvds tells the
story of World War II in
chapters including “El

Douglas Newdick with the
dvd, 'Britain at War’.

Alamein’, ‘The Battle of
Britain’, ‘The Blitz’ and ‘Arn-
hem’. The stories are told
through first-hand accounts
from veterans and civilians
along with fascinating
archive film and graphics.
Douglas’s recollections and
those of others who fought
in the war, paint a fascinat-
ing picture of what life must
have been like for the
young soldiers in the face of
such adversity.

“We were known as
‘Monty’s bodyguards but we
were completely untrained
for desert warfare,” ex-
plained Douglas. ™I was
one of the lucky ones - I
think I must have had a
guardian angel.”

In March 2007 a brand new
creative arts centre opened
in Caterham called the ARC.
In the heart of what used to
be Caterham Barracks in
Caterham-on-the-Hill the
building was once a
gymnasium, where soldiers
from the first and second
World Wars trained before
going into action. After
years of lying empty and
unused following the closure
of the barracks in the 1980s
the Caterham Barracks Trust
reopened the building which
had been transformed into a
modern facility which
retained the
character of the
original
building.

More families with children
will now be able to get help
towards paying their rent
thanks to new changes to
benefit rules which came
into effect from Monday 2nd
November. From that date
income from child benefit is
no longer taken into ac-
count when it comes to cal-
culating entitlement to
housing benefit and council
tax benefit.

Caterham & Warlingham
Citizens Advice Bureau is
urging parents who receive
child benefit and live in
rented accommodation, but
who at present get no hous-
ing benefit, to check their
entitlement again. It esti-
mates that a single parent
with two children, for exam-
ple, who previously just
missed out on getting any
help towards paying the
rent could now be entitled
to housing benefit of up to
£21.58 a week.

Rose & Young - the
Council’s response

I refer to Gordon Frith’s let-
ter in your November edi-
tion about the Rose &
Young site.” *

I share the concerns of
local residents and busi-
nesses about the building’s
appearance, but the site is
privately owned. As such,
the Council has limited
scope for solving the prob-
lem and has decided it can-
not risk millions of pounds
of taxpayers’ money to ac-
quire the site on a specula-
tive basis.

The Council has invited the
owners to discuss ‘the car
park plan’, but they have
not responded. In the ab-
sence of the owners’ con-
sent, this particular
initiative could cost the
Council in the region of
£2m. Speculative and risky
expenditure on this scale
would exhaust our reserves
- something I could not jus-
tify to council tax payers for
the sake of improving one
single site. The issue has
been debated by councillors
and we have taken the de-
cision not to pursue the
proposal.

An initiative with adequate
financial backing from other
sources remains the only
realistic solution. The
Council did grant planning
permission for offices to the
owners back in 2003, but I
assume they did not find it
