Power Cut Misery

I am writing as a represen-
tative of the traders, busi-
ness owners and residents
of Croydon Road in Cater-
ham, Surrey.

Since May/June of 2008
the central area of the
street has been suffering
repeated power cuts. In
each case the businesses
and residents have been
given excuses ranging from
the weather, substation
faults, fuses and cracked
cables in the street. In No-
vember we suffered the
longest interruption vyet
with the power being off for
29 hours!

The utter despair and frus-
tration felt by the affected
people is immense. Croy-
don Road is the main shop-
ping area in Caterham and
comprises primarily small,
privately owned businesses
who are suffering greatly.
The power cut of 17th De-
cember cost my hairdress-
ing salon £290 in lost
business. If you take that
loss as typical, our losses
to date are approximately
£2,322 (not including the
money lost by our staff
who are on commission per
client). This money comes
out of our pockets at a time
when all businesses can
least afford it.

Other stories include:

e A café owner losing £350
of frozen food.

e A shop owner due to in-
stall a system with car bat-
teries to keep his till
running so he can keep
trading.

e Panic among the clients

of a travel shop who
thought the office had
ceased trading because the
phones were all dead.

e Residents left in the dark
with cold water for washing
when electric heating boil-
ers failed.

e A restaurant without
power to its kitchen during
a busy evening.

e An estate agent suffer-
ing during a difficult mar-
ket having problems
compounded by being out
of contact when computers
and telephones switch off.
What happens when you
call EDF? You may be lucky
enough to receive a £50
voucher which does little to
restore the lost business.
My recent letter to them
following the last power
cut called for immediate
and continuous action to
replace the cables that
they know are old and
have faults. They know the
fault will not magically re-
pair itself but still they
keep on just turning the
power back on and turning
their backs on the people
they are supposed to be
supplying. I have re-
quested a representative
from EDF to come and ex-
plain themselves in front of
the people whose lives are
being made a misery and
whose businesses and
livelihoods are being de-
stroyed. I think that this is
the very least that we de-
serve from them. The
phrase ‘banging your head
against a wall’ could have
been designed with EDF in
mind. While I am waiting
for their reply to my letter
I am preparing a letter to
the Energy Ombudsman
calling for an investigation
and have contacted our
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MP, Peter Ainsworth to ask
for his support.
