Residents urged
to help wipe out

graffiti

Over the past 12 months
there has been a dramatic
increase in graffiti in Cater-
ham-on-the-Hill. Tandridge
District Council and Surrey
Police are asking residents
with information about graf-
fiti vandals to call 0800 068
2070. They could get a re-
ward of up to £500 for in-
formation leading to a
successful prosecution.

If anyone witnesses some-
one damaging property with
graffiti, they should 999 im-
mediately.

Surrey Police keeps a data-
base of graffiti tags, while
the Council has photo-
graphic evidence of graffiti
for possible future prosecu-
tions. The Council also uses
mobile surveillance cameras
to help catch vandals at
known graffiti hotspots.
Businesses could face fines
of up to £2,500 if they sell
aerosol spray paints to peo-
ple under the age of 16.
Councillor Tony Elias, Chair-
man of the Community
Service Committee, said:
“Graffiti has a negative im-
pact on the environment, is
illegal and the most com-
mon type of property van-
dalism  contributing to
people's fear of crime. It
also costs thousands of
pounds a year to remove.”

Now His Hon-
our Judge Crocker has or-
dered Lynch pay back the
money within six months or
face an additional four
years on his sentence.
£758,353 was deemed to
be realisable for payment
now.

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New play areas
open for local
children

Local children are enjoying
access to some exciting new
and refurbished play-
grounds, thanks to the gov-
ernment’s Playbuilding
Programme. Surrey has re-
ceived £1.1m from the De-
partment of  Children,
Schools and Families to
spend on 22 children’s play
areas across the county.
Saturday 22nd October saw
the opening of the new play
area in Mint Walk, Warling-
ham by the Chairman of
Tandridge District Council,
Glynis Whittle. The new
play area has traditional
playground equipment such
as swings, slides and climb-
ing frames as well as a zip
wire slide, basket swing,
rock climbing wall and cen-
tral area with stepping
posts, ramps and tunnel.
The design was based on
the findings of extensive
consultation with local chil-
dren, parents and Warling-
ham Parish Council.

Last summer saw the open-
ing of a fascinating new In-
dian restaurant, Kenley
Spice in Godstone Road,
Kenley.

The portions were very
generous and represented
excellent value:. I had the

Janice had the Chicken
Carfrial, one of Syed’s
own home-made recipes
using mint, coriander,
green chille, ginger and
garlic to produce a lovely
delicate flavour.

I discoverd a new
favourite with my main
course - Murg Sagwala -
curried chicken tossed
with baby spinach leaves,
a wonderful combination.
Janice decided to opt for
a fish curry and Jose rec-
ommended the Mango
Fish Curry simmered in
coconut milk. Jose ex-
plained that the mango
helps the sweet and sour
flavours of the curry to
come out and Janice was
very impressed with the
flavour. Syed will cook
each individual dish to
your own taste for spici-
ness, so you are not lim-
ited to specific mild,
medium or hot dishes on
the menu.

The setting is plain and
simple but the delicious
Indian food makes a visit
to this little restaurant
very worthwhile indeed.

The time commitment
varies. In some cases as lit-
tle as an hour a week is all
that’s needed. For anyone
who can be more generous
with  their time some
fundraising projects need a
day or so a week, often for
a period of several weeks or
even months. Many volun-
teers report that their own
skills have increased be-
cause they volunteered.
