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Hopes dashed for

new church premises 
Have you Shopped

Smart yet?
Following its successful
launch last month, Cater-
ham’s new Shop Smart loy-
alty scheme has more than
550 members  enjoying the
discounts and other offers
available through the
scheme.  Six more busi-
nesses have signed up to be
Shop Smart outlets, bring-
ing the number to 37.  The
new entrants in Caterham-
on-the-Hill are: Westway
Butchers in Westway, It’s a
Pet’s Life in Chaldon Road,
Cheveux by Toni in the High
Street and Olivish Mediter-
ranean restaurant, also in
the High Street.  The new
Caterham Valley businesses
are The Floral Gallery in
Station Avenue and La
Fiaba Italian restaurant in
Croydon Road.  
Chris Windridge, who origi-
nally introduced the idea of
a loyalty scheme in Cater-
ham, said:  “The launch has
gone really well.  Shoppers
have been really enthusias-
tic about the scheme and
are keen to back our initia-
tive to support local busi-
nesses.  Most of the shops
think it’s a great idea and
we hope to have even more

shops on board soon.  We
are really pleased that the
Shop Local scheme has got
off to such a strong start.”
The scheme is supported by
grants from Surrey County
Council, Tandridge District
Council, and Caterham Val-
ley and Caterham-on-the-
Hill Parish Councils.
Application forms are avail-
able in participating shops
and Caterham Hill and
Caterham Valley libraries,
or can be downloaded by
visiting the Shop Smart
website: www.cater-
hamshopsmart.co.uk
A competition to win a drive
in a Caterham 7 Superlight
R 500 is being held to cele-
brate the launch, with entry
forms at all participating
outlets.  The competition
will run until the third week
of September.   

Members of a local church
are bitterly disappointed
that their dreams of a new
place of worship have been
thwarted by local planning
regulations.  
Oakhall Church has served
the local community in
Caterham for the last 115
years and has been holding
its Sunday services in de
Stafford School in Burnt-
wood Lane since the congre-
gation outgrew their
premises in Francis Road.
When the church set about
purchasing Garrod House,
an empty office building in
Chaldon Road, the Planning
Committee of Tandridge Dis-
trict Council agreed the
change of use from an office
building to a church but with
ten restrictions attached.  
Oakhall Church member,
Andy Mayo (pictured on
page 1, far right) said:  “We
were happy to compromise
and accepted seven of the
ten conditions but three of
them would make it unvi-
able for us to move into the
building.   The first was that
we could not occupy the
building after 10pm;  the
second was that we could
never use the outside of the
building after 6pm and the
third was that we could not
have music of any sort, not
even a child banging a toy
drum, outside the building
at any time.  Tesco backs
onto houses in Grove Road
and yet has full permission
to function 24 hours a day.
Surely we cannot have one
rule for big business and an-
other for a local charity and
church?”  
At a public meeting on
Thursday, 27th August, the
Planning Committee refused
to lift the restrictions.
Planning Committee mem-
ber, Councillor Matthew

Groves from Caterham,
said: “Tandridge Council’s
Planning Committee ap-
proved the change of use for
Garrod House to allow
Oakhall Church to turn the
office block into a large
church where many commu-
nity activities and youth
events would take place.
Everyone is aware of what a
good job Oakhall Church do
for the community.  One of
the key issues of the plan-
ning policy is to limit the im-
pact made on the local
community.  I was able to
persuade the committee to
amend one condition so that
the church can stay open to
the early hours a couple of
times a year, perhaps
around Christmas and
Easter.  I’m pleased the
committee supported my
motion to relax the condi-
tion.”  
Tandridge District Councillor
for Chaldon, Pat Cannon,
said:  “This building has re-
mained vacant for a number
of years and to a lesser ex-
tent is becoming an eyesore
in the same way another
building in the Caterham
area has been for too long
an embarrassing time.
Having a religious building in
an area can only be good for
the community whatever
the denomination, and I be-
lieve it brings with it addi-
tional core activities that
serve to enhance that com-
munity.”
Andy added:  “The site
opens onto a main road with
nobody to disturb and the
school opposite fully sup-
ports our application.  The
parish council also fully sup-
ports the removal of these
restrictions which would be
difficult to observe and could
easily be inadvertently bro-
ken.  They would be a con-
stant source of anxiety to us
as trustees and we therefore
cannot go ahead with the
purchase.”

Dene Hospital

East Surrey residents re-
quiring urgent medical as-
sessment can now be seen
at Caterham Dene Hospital
following the opening of its
new Rapid Assessment Cen-
tre last month.  Dame
Christine Beasley, Chief
Nursing Officer of England,
was the Guest of Honour at
the opening ceremony on
Monday 10th August, when
she unveiled a plaque to
commemorate the event. 
Speaking about the hospi-
tal’s new centre, Dame
Christine said:  “I am de-
lighted to be here for such
an important occasion for
Caterham Dene Hospital.
It is so important for
cottage hospitals such as
this to keep up with the
times - things have changed
so much over the last 20
years and some hospitals
get stuck in the past
which is not good for the
community.”
The new service has been
set up to provide residents
with fast access to senior
medical and nursing opin-
ion, on-site diagnostic
equipment and physiother-
apy services.  Its main aim
is to prevent acute hospital
admissions and Accident
and Emergency atten-
dances.  
Nurse Practitioner, Paula
Deadman, explained:  “Our
role is to investigate, diag-
nose and institute the cor-
rect treatment regime and
for the patient to remain in
the community, in their own
homes.  To this end we can
assist with providing sup-
portive care and equipment
to help patients remain in-
dependent.” 

The centre has access to X-
ray services, ECG tracing
and can screen for infection,
anaemia, renal function,
oxygen status and warfarin
levels on-site, with the most
commonly seen conditions
being possible deep vein
thrombosis, chest infections
and falls.  The staff are also
able to give blood transfu-
sions and intravenous infu-
sions.
Lead Nurse Practioner, Ali-
son Cass, said:  “We are de-
livering a service to the
community that we are very
enthusiastic about.  I feel
very strongly about services
being accessible and with

the frail and the elderly this
has not always been the
case.  The type of patient
we see is someone who has
been referred, where the
doctor has concerns about
the person’s health and
fairly immediation attention
is required over the next
couple of days.  This is not a
walk-in centre for people
with injuries and illnesses -
they are still going to East
Surrey Hospital or their GP.
We will be gradually ex-
panding our services ac-
cording to the community
needs - we want to deliver
a service that is led by the
community.”    

‘A Better Cater-
ham’ - ready to
take on bigger
things!
This summer saw the ABC
‘A Better Caterham’ steer-
ing group transition into
a company limited by
guarantee, known as the
‘Caterham Community Part-
nership’.  The ABC group
was originally formed three
years ago to co-ordinate the
‘ABC Healthcheck’ survey of
local residents.  Since the
survey, the ABC group has
worked hard to secure fund-
ing and implement im-
provements to the town in
accordance with the issues
highlighted as a result of
the Healthcheck.  Spin-offs
have included the launch of
the Shop Smart loyalty
scheme, a Meet Caterham
Business event at Surrey
National golf course and
help with co-ordinating the

first ever Caterham Festival
earlier this year.  
The transition to a limited
company will give the group
a more permanent basis
and help to secure funding
for improving the town
through bids to grant
providers such as  the
South East England Devel-
opment Agency (SEEDA).

Last month I mentioned
the arrival of Sergeant
Dave Coomber.  I now
have more staff changes to
tell you about; two of my
Neighbourhood Officers,
PC Martin Bassom (Cater-
ham Valley and Whyte-
leafe) and PC Jo Clarke
(Warlingham East,
Chelsham, Farleigh and
Tatsfield) will be swapping
areas as from Sunday 13th
September 2009.
Martin and Jo have been
the neighbourhood officers
for their areas for eighteen
and twenty-four months
respectively.

This move does not
mean that you will have
seen the last of the officers
because if something oc-
curs when they are on
duty, if no-one else is
available then, as with all

my staff, they will respond
in order to reassure and
combat crime within Tan-
dridge.
Early August saw PC Jo

Sea Cadets refurbish

vandalised HQ
Caterham Sea Cadets were not to be de-
feated when, in 2007, vandals caused sig-
nificant damage to the front of their
headquarters in Caterham-on-the-Hill.
After an appeal in the Caterham Independ-
ent, Caterham Round Table donated the
money for repairs only for the criminals to
strike again three days later. Undeterred,
Caterham Sea Cadets decided to embark on
a building project which would repair  the
damage once and for all, whilst improving
fire safety and disabled access to the build-
ing.   
Speaking about the project, the Command-
ing Officer Aaron Clarke said: “This was a
major project for such a small charity, and
though we are open to young people aged
10 to 18, we struggled to accommodate dis-
abled children or even elderly or disabled
parents. The huts are years old and weren’t
built under such strict fire or disabled legis-
lation.  We undertook to bring ourselves into
the twenty-first century.” 
The project, costing £10,200, is nearing
completion with only some internal work to
be done.  It has involved fitting a state-of-
the-art fire alarm system, emergency light-
ing, cooking facilities, disabled ramps and
improved fire exits, as well as internal door
widening.  It was funded by a Surrey Grass
Roots grant, a grant from the Marine Society
and an innovative Sky Dive by one of the

Unit’s 17 year-old cadets.  Direction Fire
Ltd also donated a fire alarm system
worth almost £5,000 when they heard
of the ambitious project. 
Unit Chairman, Tony Skilbeck, said “This
is a huge step forward to enable inclu-
sion of all in our Unit’s activities.  We
have lots of further improvements in
mind to make the building a safer and
more pleasant and practical environ-
ment.  We are looking to increase our
cadet numbers and expand the activi-
ties on offer. There is a real buzz about
the place now.”

DESRES BLINDS

In the garden
by Alec Herbert

As we move rather too
rapidly into the autumn
months many gardens are
now taking on a rather
tired looking appearance.
Roses have become brown
looking, dahlias seemed
slow to start, whilst sun-
flowers and gladioli are al-
most non-existent.
Remember the few hot
days at the time of the
Wimbledon tennis champi-
onships which prompted
the met. office forecast of
‘a barbecue summer’?
This, of course, did not
materialize leading to the
met. office issuing another
statement saying that the
media wanted “a headline
forecast” and long range
forecasting always carries
a risk!
Leaving that aside, the
dull, damp conditions
which have prevailed over
most of the summer have
provided good growing
conditions for shrubs
which rely on their foliage
for display, but the lack of
sunshine has had an ad-

verse effect on blooms –
the hydrangea excepted.
Hydrangeas, as outlined in
detail last month, like
plenty of water and have
been well accommodated
this year.
The garden can be fresh-
ened up in the weeks
ahead by cutting back
summer perennials which
have finished flowering
and forking over borders
prior to planting spring
flowering bulbs.  Cut back
ground cover geraniums
which will significantly im-
prove their appearance
and probably produce a
second flush of flowers.
A number of shrubs whose
main flowering is earlier in
the year may also produce
a second flowering, so re-
sist the temptation to
prune too hard and give
them just a light trim.
Harder pruning can then
be carried out in late Octo-
ber or, in many cases, next
spring.
September is a good
month to divide irises and
transplant evergreens.
Let’s just hope for a dry
autumn.
Happy gardening.

A View from the President
Our Club, having played its first match in September 1928
is just about to embark on its 82nd season and I, having
joined in September 1960, will be starting my 50th year with
the Club in one capacity or another.  My continuous
involvement since then has therefore put me in the unique
position of having known almost every player who has
turned out in the black, amber, silver and mauve kit designed
by Laurence Beauvais who at that time taught art at
Caterham School.

In recent years, a reduction in the number of regular senior sides has been compensated
for by our hugely successful mini-rugby and youth enterprise and, indeed, the further
innovation of a talented Women’s XV. It could be said, therefore, that rugby is not simply
a game played by men with funny shaped balls but is an activity that finds a place for
everyone either as players or in running all the activities that make the Club tick.
