We were soon sitting com-
fortably, enjoying our aperi-
tifs and poppadoms while
browsing the menu. My
partner Keith decided to try
the ‘Anarashi Hash’ (duck),

one of the chef’s special siz-
zling dishes from the clay
oven. I chose the ‘Chicken
Pasanda’, marinated chicken
with ground almond, sul-
tanas, pistachios, cream,
aromatic spices and herbs.
We also ordered a portion of
Sag Aloo (spinach and pota-
toes), a Mixed Vegetable
Curry and a Pilau rice to go
with our main courses. I
also ordered a Naan Bread
to mop up the lovely creamy
sauce of the Chicken Pasanda!
Keith was very impressed
with the duck, which came
with pieces of pineapple
which he said was: “Surpris-
ing, but a lovely combina-
tion.” I tried some and had
to agree!

The side dishes we ordered
went very well with our main
dishes, and we felt very full
by the end of the meal.

The whole experience, with
the delicious food, great
service and a bottle of Aus-
tralian Shiraz was a wonder-
ful way to end a busy
Saturday.
