Surrey County

Council stops

artificial snow

amid Health and

Safety concerns.
Christmas plans in Cater-
ham to bring a taste of win-
ter fun throughout the
shopping areas with artifi-
cial snow on three Satur-
days leading up to
Christmas, fell foul of
Health and Safety concerns
by Surrey Highways. The
plan to bring in film set
snow machines had to be
limited to the Asprey foun-
tain area but nevertheless
proved a huge success for
families and children in the
run up to Christmas. How-
ever as we all know the real
snow turned up and the
third intended ‘Snowing
Saturday’ became a battle
by everyone in the whole
town to cope with ungritted
and blocked roads for days
leading up to Christmas
Eve. 
Chris Windridge, Chairman

of the Caterham Commu-
nity Partnership who intro-
duced the idea of the snow
machines, said:  “It’s ironic
that the ‘Fun’ snow had to
be scaled back, when con-
ditions were quite safe and
then followed by the real
thing, which had us reach-
ing for the record books
and complaining about the
lack of grit!”

On Wednesday, 23rd De-
cember, officers from Tan-
dridge’s Safer
Neighbourhood Team joined
forces with the Caterham
community to clear an icy
road ensuring residents
could keep on moving.
Local Neighbourhood Spe-
cialist Officer PC Jo Clarke
was joined by colleagues
from the neighbourhood
team and together with res-
idents they all dug deep to
shift thick ice from Beech-
wood Gardens.  More than
20 residents of all ages
came out to assist providing
shovels, spades and brooms
and set about clearing ice
from the road.
PC Jo Clarke said: “There
was a fantastic sense of
community spirit with
everyone pulling together to
clear the ice. At the top of
Beechwood Gardens is a
residential home for the eld-
erly so we cleared the bot-
tom half of the road making
the journey to the top less
treacherous for staff and
nurses. The Highways

Agency attended and grit-
ted the road which enabled
those who live there to
move around more freely.”
Tandridge Neighbourhood
Inspector Elaine Burten-
shaw added: “The adverse
weather conditions caused
misery for local residents
and on Monday some of my
staff were unable to make
it home and ended up
sleeping at the police sta-
tion. However, sadly some
people have taken their
frustrations out on my offi-
cers becoming verbally
abusive when we are out
there trying to keep people

safe and helping wherever
possible to keep traffic
moving. I was delighted to
see so many residents turn-
ing out to support my offi-
cers in order to make their
road safe for all to use.”
One local resident de-
scribed the community at-
mosphere as “A bit war-
like’. She said: “I tried to
drive my van and skidded
half way down the road. I
was terrified to be honest.
But once the police arrived
we all got on board and
borrowed brooms and any-
thing else we could lay our
hands on to clear the ice.”

very poor state.  They can
now see how the space has
transformed into what they
had hoped it would be.  I
can't wait to see it in full
swing which should be in
about March 2010.  This is a
unique investment into the
young people in Caterham,
and proof of our determina-
tion that they remain a 
priority for us all.'

Council staff give up pay rise
land charges, lower interest
rates, reduced grants and
an increase in service de-
mands. To help make sav-
ings, the Council already
has a recruitment freeze in
place.
Stephen Weigel, Chief Ex-
ecutive of Tandridge District
Council who is responsible
for staffing matters said: “I
am both pleased and grate-
ful to my work colleagues
for recognising the very dif-
ficult financial climate the
Council faces and agreeing
not to take a previously ne-
gotiated pay rise next year.
There are tough times
ahead and we all need to
work together to make sure
we can balance our books
and still provide good services
to residents and businesses.”

Staff at Tandridge District
Council have offered to give
up their pay rise for 2010 to
help the Council achieve
savings while protecting the
quality of services to resi-
dents and businesses.
An original two year pay
deal was negotiated before
the recession started, when
the cost of living was run-
ning at 5% and predicted to
rise further. Staff were due
to be awarded 2.8% from
next April 2010, but agreed
in December to forego their
entitlement.  
Tandridge District Council,
along with most other
councils in the country, is
facing severe financial
problems as a result of falls
in income, particularly from
planning applications and

Rose & Young -
developers 
invited to come 
forward
On Tuesday 8th December,
local representatives met
with officers from Tandridge
District Council to discuss the
derelict Rose & Young site in
Caterham.  The Council’s
Core Strategy, from October
2008 states: “The Council will
actively pursue the develop-
ment of the former Rose &
Young site ...”  
The Caterham Community
Partnership (ex ‘ABC’) also
has Caterham’s worst ‘eye-
sore’ firmly on its agenda and
has started a Rose & Young
action group to explore op-
tions available. The group
consists of local business-
men, individuals with profes-
sional expertise and the
editor of The Caterham & Dis-
trict Independent. 
During the meeting with Tan-
dridge District Council, Bob
Evans, the Head of Planning,
said that given their Core
Strategy, the Council’s prior-
ity would be to encourage re-
development in any way that

contributes overall to this
part of Caterham. No specific
preconditions on schemes
would be likely to be an ob-
stacle.
Mr Evans would welcome in-
formal discussion with any
groups with potential
schemes (01883 722000). 
The new Rose & Young action

group are also keen to hear
from prospective developers,
or those with relevant expe-
rience and invite contact with

Celebrate at
Casa Lola!
Review by Julia Church

With its great food, friendly waiters
and lively atmosphere, Casa Lola
Spanish restaurant in Croydon
Road, Caterham Valley, is one of
the top spots in the area for a spe-
cial celebration.  Sharing tapas
dishes is a sociable way to enjoy a
range of Spanish fish, meat and
vegetable specialities, washed
down with one of their excellent 
regional wines.  
In addition to the tapas menu,
there is a choice of main courses,
so my partner Keith and I decided
to go for the best of both worlds
and chose tapas dishes to start,
with a main course to follow.  The
fish is particularly good at Casa
Lola, so we ordered the Pinchos de
Pescado (fish kebabs) and Patas de
Cangrejo (crablets) for starters.
The kebabs alone made a very sub-
stantial starter, coming with a gen-
erous portion of rice and covered in
a creamy sauce.  The crablets with
their crispy coating were nice and
light and juicy and were especially
tasty dipped in tartare sauce!  
Keith and I both had the Sirloin Ri-
ojana, Mushrooms and Cream, one
of the main courses on the black-
board, to follow.  Other choices

available included Butterfly
Breaded Prawns, Fresh Cod Piri Piri
and Chicken Milanese with
Spaghetti.  
The steaks came beautifully pre-
sented with potatoes and mixed
vegetables and were not only deli-
cious with the mushroom sauce,
but also very filling!  We thoroughly
enjoyed our meal, and as usual, I
had no room left for dessert, al-
though I was very tempted when I
saw the amazing puddings being
served at the next table.  We, how-
ever, went straight to coffee.    
To accompany our meal we had a
bottle of ‘fresh and aromatic’ Vina
Sol rosé, a very pleasant wine 
recommended by our waiter.

Hospital burial site begins
On Tuesday 8th December,
over thirty volunteers took
part in restoration work at
the former burial site of St.

grounds. 
Parish Councillor Julia
Thomas commented:   “The
site was a hive of activity
and people felt at the end of
the day that we had made a
big improvement and
shown that the area and the
patients buried there hadn’t
been forgotten.”
The site of St. Lawrence’s
Hospital is now occupied by
Hambledon Park Housing
Estate in Coulsdon Road,

Caterham-on- the-H i l l .
However, residents were
becoming increasingly con-
cerned with the neglected
state of the burial ground,
prompting action from
Chaldon Parish Council.
Thanks to their efforts,
many of the inscriptions
on the gravestones of the
patients buried there be-
tween 1914 and 1965 are
now visible and restoration
work is set to continue into
2010.
