You may recall that in April
Surrey Police underwent a
major reorganisation. This
included a slimming down
of middle and upper man-
agement, more constable
posts created and an es-
tates strategy involving co-
location of neighbourhood
teams with District Coun-
cils. As regards the co-lo-
cation I have no further
update to give you at this
stage but re-iterate there
will be public consultation
regarding the location of
your neighbourhood offi-
cers. ButI have good news
regarding the additional
staff. PC Hayley Reed has
commenced her role as
Youth Intervention Officer
and four additional police
constables have just
started, forming the neigh-
bourhood support team.
They will be working along-
side your neighbourhood

My friend Karen and I went
to the Costa del Sol Spanish
restaurant in Whyteleafe for
lunch recently, and our first
impression was of a very
friendly restaurant with a
“nice family feel” as Karen
put it. We received a warm
Spanish welcome and it did-
n’t take us long to feel re-
laxed and content as we
selected our tapas dishes
for lunch. Fish dishes are a
Spanish speciality, so we
chose the Fritura Mixta
(mixed fried fish) which in-
cluded squid, sardines and
prawns, as well as the ‘Cos-
tilletas de Cordero’ (Cutlets
from best end of lamb).
Joe, the owner of the
restaurant, also recom-
mended one of the day’s
specials, the Medallions of
Pork  with  peppercorn
sauce, and as a vegetable
dish we chose the ‘Patatas
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Bravas’ (deep fried potatoes
in tomato and chilli sauce).
