Dene Hospital League of
Friends calls it a day for
annual Summer Fête
After 45 years, one of
Caterham’s longest estab-
lished fundaising events will
no longer be on the summer
calendar.  
At the recent AGM of the
League of Friends of Cater-
ham Dene Hospital, mem-
bers decided they could not
continue to hold the event
without younger helpers to
provide the necessary man-
power to support the
Fundraising Committee. 
In their Autumn Newsletter,

Chairman, Jean Baker said:
“Over the past few years we
have appealed for extra
manpower to help us set up
and take down the Fête. Un-
fortunately we cannot get
the help we need so I am
saddened to report that the
Committee has decided that
the Summer Fête in 2012
will not be held. The sheer
effort is too much for our
small group of ageing Com-
mittee members and we feel
now is the time to call it a day.”

The event has also been af-
fected by the recession,
with people having less dis-
posable income to spend at
fundraisers like the Dene
Fête.  This summer’s Fête
raised £3,400 compared
with over £4,000 two years
ago.  
The Fête has long been part
of the fabric of Caterham
and over the years its sup-
porters have helped the
League of Friends purchase
valuable equipment for the
Caterham Dene Hospital.
Its members are now look-
ing at alternative ways of
raising funds.

To rem-
edy this I have taken a
bloom, held it against es-
tablished beds, to see
where it would look best,
(you can do this with other
perennials), before actually
moving them. Autumn,
when the soil is still warm,
is a good time to move
plants.
Now we have had some
frost, the dahlias have been
cut down, dug out and dry
soil removed, sulphur
puffed over the tubers, and
dry newspaper wrapped
around them. A label stating
colour, height and next
year’s position, is tied
around the 4 inch (approx.)
stem and placed upside

down. To save space, I have
bought six shoe hangers -
each has six compartments
- and hang them from the
garage roof. They are nice
and airy and will fold down
to nothing next year.  Hope-
fully they will work.
The tubers that did overwin-
ter were the ones left in the
ground. They had a nice
duvet over them! A good
layer of well rotted compost
and on top of that an un-
opened bag of horse ma-
nure, turned occasionally to
remove any hibernating
slugs and snails. 
The ‘big sweep’ is in
progress, in conjunction
with emptying the compost
bins and leaf boxes, - be-
ware sweeping up the ash
keys or a forest of ash re-
sults the following spring.
Life’s too short!

Casa Lola - perfect

Burial Ground
While staying with my
mother in Caterham re-
cently, I was delighted to
read the article about the
restoration of the St.
Lawrence’s Hospital burial
ground in Chaldon.  
It was quite a coincidence
because I had just written an
account of my early teenage
years in Caterham for my
Writers' Group in Switzerland
where I now live. This mem-
oir included descriptions of
several visits to the burial
ground that two friends and I
had first discovered whilst
biking around the fields be-
hind St. Lawrence's.
It looked neglected and
overgrown even then, over
50 years ago. I remember
pushing open the rusty iron
gate into this secret place.
The little chapel there had
ledges or shelves inside
which were, we decided, to
hold the coffins. Next to it
were a couple of full-length
graves. 
Once, after having a mid-
night feast in Queen's Park,
we three girls dared our-
selves to venture there, and,

on arrival, we used our
torches to peer into the gap
which had formed between
the gravestone and the earth
beneath.
So, after reading the news-
paper article, I set off with a
friend. And, with the help of
a kind gentleman called Paul,
we found the site, which we
now saw was next to a golf
course.
What a change – I hardly
recognised it! We couldn't
see the chapel, or the graves
as we remembered them,
but noticed two stone angels
marking children's resting
places, and there were also

some other small head-
stones.
I was comforted to know that
the souls resting under the
earth were not forgotten, be-
cause they at last had been
acknowledged and lay in a
worthy and dignified garden
of rest.

sustain a workout at such
high intensity and you will
quickly become exhausted. 
The best way to monitor
your heart rate is by using a
heart rate monitor, or by
taking your pulse manually.

I get asked many times by
clients in my X-T.R.E.M.E.
classes: “What is my maxi-
mum Heart Rate”? (MHR).
To work your heart and
lungs most efficiently and to
burn fat you need to aim to
work between 65 and 85
per cent of your MHR – this
is known as your ‘optimum
training zone’. To calculate
your MHR let’s assume that
your MHR when you are
born is 220, reducing by
one for every year of your
life, so basically 220 minus
your age.
Let’s take an age of 35
years, your MHR is 185
beats per minute (BPM),
65% of 185 is 120, and
85% of 185 is 157. 
When you train aim to keep
your heart rate above 120
bpm but below 157 bpm.  If
you train above your opti-
mum training zone you start
to work anaerobically and
your body can’t keep up
with the demand for oxy-
gen; you won’t be able to
