It’s what we do
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Thieves steal
memorial plaques
from cemetery

Detectives are appealing for
information from the com-
munity which will help them
ensure justice is done after
thieves stole more than 90
memorial plaques from St.
Luke's Church in Whyteleafe
Hill.  The theft happened
some time between 4am on
Wednesday, 23rd November
and 10am on Friday, 25th
November.

Detective Constable Errol
Chetty said: “At any time of
year this offence could only
be described as extremely
distasteful, but as we ap-
proach Christmas, stealing
memorial plaques from a
church cemetery is truly
heartless. I would urge
everyone to work with us to
identify and provide evi-
dence so we can ensure
those responsible are
brought to justice. The price
of metal is high at the mo-
ment which makes it an at-
tractive commodity to
thieves. This offence is dis-
graceful and we need your
help.”

Tandridge Neighbourhood
Inspector Angie Austin said:

“It is very rare I am shocked
but the theft of more than
90 memorial plaques from
St Luke’s Church rendered
me speechless. Anyone ca-
pable of committing such an
evil act needs to be identi-
fied, arrested and brought
before the courts.

“The local Safer Neighbour-
hood Team is working with
colleagues in CID and to-
gether we will do all we can
to remove those responsible
from the streets. I urge
members of the community

to work with us so we can
ensure grieving families are
not further distressed.”
Norma Haimes, who has
memorials to five members
of her family at the ceme-
tery, said: “You just don't
expect this sort of thing to
happen. What kind of peo-
ple do this sort of thing in
the dead of night? These
people are horrible.”

Plantaholic

Erratum : Last month should
have read: 'Keep on sweep-
ing!" as this autumn’s double
dip has meant many leaves
were still on the trees until
the end of November. Also,
'Keep on mowing', as the
grass has continued to grow
quite strongly. A visit from
the badgers at the beginning
of November meant worrying
about the grass condition was
pointless - most of it was
strewn all over the place, like
a ploughed field! A visit usu-
ally occurs after a period of
drought. Luckily, I am good
at jigsaws, so a massive fit-
ting together of pieces of
lawn ensued. I have to say
it's now a bit lumpy, but knit-
ted together pretty well.

My seed catalogues have
been sitting in a drawer, wait-
ing for the weather to
change. I like to get my order
in early, as there is always
more choice. New favourites
are: Browallia, a half-hardy

annual, with mid-blue
Plumbago-like flowers. It
was the first to start flower-
ing and the last to finish, gor-
geous. I was also pretty
impressed by Alonsoa, both
the scarlet, and the pink.
Their dainty flowers resemble
Diascia, but are a little taller.
These will over-winter if kept
frost-free.

My Datura (Brugmansia) has
had to go into the conserva-
tory. It had 32 flowers on it
at the end of October. It is too
big really, so I took eight-
inch-long cuttings and put
them into a tall jam jar con-
taining water only. This has
been left in a propagator, but
a warm windowsill would
work just as well. Masses of
roots are now showing.

New Year, New
Minibus for
Netherne-on-the-
Hill residents

The residents of Netherne-
on-the-Hill in Coulsdon will
be able to get out and
about in their own commu-
nity bus soon, thanks to the
efforts of their Residents'
Association.

The village has a population
of around 2,000 but is lo-
cated one mile from the
nearest bus stop. Couls-
don South Station is over
2.5 miles away. As a re-
sult, many residents rely on
cars to get to the local towns
or to commute to work. Al-
though some school bus
services are provided to
Netherne, many parents do
school runs, and some res-
idents have to use local taxi
services, or walk to the bus
stop.

Rajen Shah of the Netherne
Residents' Association said:
“We have been working
with Netherne Management
Limited to study options for
meeting our transport
need. We concluded some
time ago that the best solu-
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tion for the village was to

provide a community
minibus, but it has taken
time to initiate this. We
are pleased to report signif-
icant progress - we have
seen a bus we are inter-
ested in and we now have
the funds to purchase the
bus and the required li-
cense to operate it.”

The plan is for a weekday
service, mornings and
evenings, from Netherne
Drive to Coulsdon South
Station and Coulsdon High
Street and back again. It
would operate on a pre-pay
ticket system.

Rajen said: “All we need
now is drivers and with a
fair wind, we hope that the
service will become opera-
tional in early 2012.”

The recruitment process is
under way for drivers.

Take to the skies at Surrey
Hills Gliding Club in Kenley

The residents of Caterham
and its neighbouring towns
and villages are very well
served with sports facilities
to suit all tastes, including
outdoor sports such as golf
and horse-riding. However,
a less well-known but excit-
ing and popular sport also
beckons those in search of
an adrenalin rush - gliding
at the Surrey Hills Gliding
Club at Kenley Aerodrome!

Alternatively, joining
the gliding club and attend-
ing once or twice a week
over a period of time can
be a pleasurable way to
achieve solo status.

The club also sells gliding

experience gift vouchers for
a one-off birthday treat with
a difference. Seeing famil-
iar locations from above for
the first time is breathtak-
ing, and sometimes proves
to be addictive! On a clear
day the view stretches from
the South Downs all the way
to Canary Wharf, with the
distinctive Croydon skyline
in between.
