Hospice building is demolished

On Saturday 9th February
work commenced on the
demolition of ‘Harestone’,
the former Marie Curie Hos-
pice building in Harestone
Valley Road. The house was
one of the last Victorian
houses in Harestone Valley,
built in 1879 and desig-
nated by Tandridge as a
Building of Character under
its Heritage Policy.

Tandridge District Council
refused planning permis-
sion for a development
on the site proposed by
Independence Homes
Ltd. The Inspector upheld
that decision in Decem-
ber. In his decision the
Inspector reiterated the
preferred option of re-
taining and converting
the existing building. If
this was not possible

then the house should be
replaced by 'a similar
striking building which
should be of sympathetic
design and similar scale
and height'.

Mike Smith, member of the
Harestone Valley Residents'
Group said: "At no stage
have Independence Homes
produced a viability state-
ment on the costs of conver-
sion and it seems that
Independence Homes have
from the very start always
intended the demolition of
Harestone House. If they
really wanted to consult
properly and constructively,
it seems unnecessary to
have taken this pre-emptive
action."

Anna Richardson of Inde-
pendence Homes said: "I
can confirm that the main

building has been marked
'Demolition in progress' for
a number of weeks now.
Following metal thefts and
subsequent flooding, the
main building had become
dangerous. The advantage
of demolition to both our-
selves and our neighbours
is that, once a suitable plan-
ning consent is secured, the
building work itself can then
start (and end) promptly."”
On Tuesday 26th February
after the March edition of The
Caterham Independent went
to press, Independence
Homes held a public consul-
tation in The Soper Hall in
Caterham Valley to showcase
their new planning proposals
for the site.

Mother’s Day this
year for Denise

The Longhurst family are look-
ing forward to celebrating
Mother’s Day with new twin
sisters for their 18 month-old
daughter Sophie this year.

Just over a year ago, in January
2012, The Caterham Inde-
pendent featured an article
about a book Denise had writ-
ten in memory of her daughter
Amy who was stillborn at 39
weeks in June 2010. Denise
and her husband Warren had
since welcomed their daughter
Sophie who was six months old
when the article was published
last year.

In March Denise, who grew up
in Caterham-on-the-Hill, found
out she was pregnant again,
this time with twins!

At 20 weeks Denise and War-
ren were told that the babies
had severe Twin to Twin Trans-
fusion Syndrome (TTTS). Twin
2 (Abigail) was not moving or
growing because her blood was
being transfused around twin 1
(Hannah) so Abbie was
anaemic and did not have
enough nutrients to grow and
Hannah'’s heart was failing be-
cause it could not cope with the
excess blood. Denise and War-
ren were told that they were
going to lose the babies

because they were both so ill.
The only option was to have
immediate laser ablation sur-
gery at Kings Hospital in Lon-
don. There was a third of a
chance of saving both babies,
a third of a chance of saving
one of them and a third of los-
ing them both.

Denise said: “After the surgery
we left the hospital that night
and I was told to come back in
a week. Miraculously both ba-
bies were still alive and grow-
ing. My consultant called me a
‘walking wonder’ as the out-
come had looked so bleak at
one stage. It is a relatively
new and cutting-edge proce-
dure so a few years ago they

Sunny days are so wel-
come, but throw a spot-
light on all that needs to
be done.

A little taste
of Italy at

‘Il Carretto’
Review by Julia Church

A visit to Il Carretto Italian
restaurant in Coulsdon is
the perfect remedy for the
winter blues! The friendly
ambience and colourful
decor allow you to indulge in
a warm Italian mini break
for a few hours. My friend
Geraint and I visited re-
cently and before long we
had a glass of the delicious
house red wine, ‘Saint An-
gelo” in one hand and a
menu in the other, trying to de-
cide what to have.

Andrea brought a basket of
fresh granary bread to the
table for soaking up the
wonderful sauce.

For our mains, Geraint
chose the ‘Agnello al Bal-
samico’ (leg of lamb cooked
with rosemary and balsamic
jus, served on mashed po-
tato with roast peppers and
red onion) and I chose the
‘Pollo Principessa’ (breast of
chicken cooked with ham,
cheese and asparagus in a
tomato sauce). Both dishes
came with perfectly cooked

French beans and potatoes
and were served nice and
hot. Geraint commented on
how attractive the food
looked and said his lamb was
lovely and tender. I also very
much enjoyed my choice.
Andrea came to chat to us
after we had finished our
meal and told us that they
will be having a live singer
performing at Il Carretto
every week, alternating be-
tween Elvis Presley and Frank
Sinatra tribute acts and an
opera singer. What great
nights out they will be!
