Chester

Caterham residents, 20 year-
old Katy Richards and her sis-
ter Charlie, Vvisited their
ancestral home of Chester re-
cently where, together with
Phil Richards, their uncle, they
received the Freedom of the
City from the Lord Mayor.

Phil went to school in Cater-
ham and now lives with his
young family in Krakow,
Poland. The girls’ grandfather,
Rob Richards, a Trustee of Le
Personne Homes, was also at
the ceremony. Rob received
the Freedom of his historic city
in 1964.

Following the ceremony Char-
lie said: “I'm so happy to help
keep the traditions alive and I
thought Chester was a lovely
place”.

The Freedom of the City was
originally given to merchants
and tradesmen, which allowed
them to carry on their busi-
nesses within Chester’s city
walls. Now the honour is
passed on from generation to
generation and maintains a
tradition going back for 700
years.

Until 1835 only Freemen could vote in the City
and Parliamentary elections. These days, they
help to provide charitable funds and support
local education, particularly in the area of
crafts.

The Escalating

Costs Of
School Fees
CAN YOU AFFORD

unding school fees is one of the

biggest financial commitments a
family can make, not helped by the
fact that private school fees rose by
39% in the last year (ISC Census
2013). Latest figures show the average
fee at an ISC school was £4,765 per
term. (Source: Independent Schools
Council Facts and Figures 2013).

Whyteleafe FC

The last few months have
seen a transformation at
Whyteleafe’s Church Road
ground. Since winning the
Southern  Counties East
League last season and gain-
ing promotion back to the
Ryman League, the club
have worked tirelessly to
make their ground the envy
of non-league clubs across
the south east.

Gone is the bumpy pitch
which made good football
difficult for even the best
teams and in its place is a
brand new state-of-the-art
‘3G’ artificial pitch. These
new artificial pitches are a far
cry from the notorious astro-
turf pitches of the 1980s.
They perfectly emulate the
best grass pitches but can be
used every day of the week
and remain playable in the

wettest weather.
The ground has also seen
many of the terraced areas
resurfaced, stands rejuve-
nated and a brand new pitch
fence. The old football
ground now looks like a real
stadium.

Deputy Chairman of Tan-
dridge District Council, Rose
Thorne, was invited to for-
mally reopen the ground in
front of a big crowd ahead of
a friendly match with
Kingstonian on Saturday
19th July. After a couple of
brief speeches the pitch was
cleared and Leafe and
