On Wednesday 26th No-
vember almost 400 people
turned up at a meeting at
Warlingham Rugby Club to
make their feelings known
about proposals to restruc-
ture Warlingham Green.

proposals. One parish
councillor attended the
meeting.

Louise Keith, spokesperson
for the Warlingham Home
Guard, said: “We were ab-
solutely delighted with the
turnout. One person who
left Warlingham 20 vyears
ago is so passionate about
the Green that she travelled
up from Devon just to at-
tend!

“It was clear from people’s
comments that the majority
of Warlingham people would
not support the WPC’s pro-
posals as they stand. We
don’t want to create an ‘us
and them’ situation but it is
important that the WPC un-
derstands the depth of feel-
ing that residents have
about the future of the
Green. It is an integral part
of our lives in the village, so

everyone should have a say
about what happens to it.”

In a statement, the WPC
said: “The plans for War-
lingham Green are an ongo-
ing piece of work and there
has already been a signifi-
cant level of public consul-
tation and there will be a
public vote on any final pro-
posal before being taken
forward to the relevant au-
thorities.

“WPC has been open about
the project from the begin-
ning and continues to ad-
dress issues that have been
raised by the public. We
are aware of a self-ap-
pointed oposition group
who are unwilling to wait for
the final proposal. They
have not formally engaged
with WPC, so their actual
position and motivations
are unclear.”

“It went really, really well
and in terms of the atten-
dance and attractions we
put on, we certainly ex-
ceeded what we thought we
could do and the feedback is
that it was a lot better than
last year. Yulefest made a

loss when we held the first
one last December, but this
year we made a small profit

and it looks like we can sus-
tain it for years to come. All
we need now is for sponsors
to come forward to help
meet the cost.”

The number of children coming into care has been increasing every year,
but there are not enough foster carers able to give them a safe home.
A child comes into care and needs a foster home every 22 minutes in the UK,
so more foster families are needed urgently to provide a warm and loving
environment to vulnerable children in the community.

Some children need a safe place to stay for only a few nights, whilst others
might stay in long-term foster care until they are grown up. It is important
that children who require care have foster carers who can meet their needs,
so foster children are matched very closely with carers to help ensure that the
placement will be successful.

Could you make a difference and become a foster carer?
» You may be married, live as a couple, be single or divorced
+ You may be gay or heterosexual
« You may be from any ethnic background, culture or religion
» You may be employed, unemployed or early retired
« You may be a home owner or a tenant
« You do not need any formal qualifications to become a foster carer
What you will need is a spare bedroom for the exclusive use of the foster

child, patience and flexibility, and the time and energy to invest in a child or
young person.

Sophie’s story:

My name is Sophie. I am 42 years of age and a single parent to one
daughter, aged 22. I have been a foster carer for eleven years and have
been with my current agency for five years now. I became a foster carer
because I wanted to make a difference and support vulnerable children;
I felt as a parent I was naturally equipped with motherhood, so caring for less
privileged children came as second nature.

My first foster child stayed with me for only a short time, but the trust
and love that developed between us remains today. She still visits regularly
as a part of our family, now with a child of her own! I then became a long-
term foster carer to three brothers, Christopher (11), David (10) and Billy (7).
All of the boys are now grown up and living independent lives.

I cannot say it was always easy - there were many difficult times - but
perseverance, persistence and patience became rewarding. For me, the best
part was knowing that I could make a positive impact in the children’s lives
and help them change things for the better. Seeing the children grow into
independent and intelligent individuals has brought me satisfaction and
helped me to become a better person.

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All of this would not have been possible had it not been for the support
network around me - my family and friends, and my supervising social
worker, Cathy. Her wealth of knowledge and professionalism has helped
me enormously. I recently completed 5 years of service with the National
Fostering Agency and was presented with an award at a ceremony in London!
I would like to thank my agency for their support, and express my gratitude
to all those carers who take the time to make a difference.

Ben’s story:

I was brought up in care and
I moved away from my family
when I was 10 years old. I
didn’t have a great time to start
off with; I moved a lot and
also changed schools, which
was pretty rubbish at the time.
When I was 13, I moved in with
some foster carers that I really
liked! They listened to what
I had to say and really cared
about me. I was at a new school
with loads of new friends, and I
really wanted to stay.

After a few years at school
I got my GCSEs and they were
really important to me, as I
wanted to get into college and
study for my A-Levels. I now
have my A-Levels under my
belt and I'm looking to go to
university soon.

I really like to exercise and
I'm always out and about - running, swimming and going to the gym. I love
boxing and do it at least four times a week; it’s great exercise. When I'm not
exercising or working you will find me in the living room playing FIFA or
Call of Duty with my foster brother... and he always beats me!

The popular Old Coulsdon In-
dian and Bangladeshi restau-
rant, The Curry Leaf has been
awarded Highly Commended
in the Best South Asian
Restaurant in the London Sub-
urbs category in the Asian
Curry Awards 2014.

For my main, vegetarian
course I chose the Special Siz-
zler Mixed Vegetable, which
was brought sizzling to the
table. It consisted of a lovely
selection of vegetables includ-
ing peppers, carrots,
aubergine, onions and potato
mixed with fragrant spices and
a light sauce and flambeed
with cognac.

Roger chose another nice
meaty dish, the Shank of

Ali (centre) with Ruman (left) and Sami and their award.

Lamb that had been slowly
braised in ginger and garlic,
resulting in the meat falling
easily off the bone.

We shared a Sag Paneer
(spinach and cream), a garlic
naan and a pilau rice and
there was plenty of food for
the two of us. The service was
prompt and courteous
throughout the meal.

Whyteleafe Road
Development

A National Planning Inspec-
torate inquiry has approved a
development at my home on
Whyteleafe Road, an approval
long withheld by Tandridge
Planning Committee. As one
of the very few people who
actually attended the whole
seven day inquiry I think it is
a shame more Tandridge res-
idents did not. Anyone who
did would have had no doubts
as to why the inspector made
the logical decision he did,
contrary to the various opin-
ions but very different mo-
tives of Tandridge District
Council (TDC), its Planning
Committee of local Tory and
Lib-Dem councillors, our local
Tory MP, various Residents
Associations scattered
throughout Tandridge with no
apparent direct relevance to
the development in question,
and local objectors.

During the inquiry, other in-
teresting questions emerged
including:

Why has a development of 13
properties, the largest only a
single three-bedroom de-
tached, suitable for young
house buyers, and incorpo-
rating land already long re-
served for housing by

Tandridge, attracted such
opposition when other local
sites seemingly did not? Es-
pecially as the development
was exhaustively designed
to meet all local objections?
Why do local councillors blame
the developer for creating
shortage of local services in
Caterham, when they should
champion the upgrade of such
services and ensure Caterham,
and not ‘no development’
Oxted, benefits from increased
local council tax collection?
Does having 94% Greenbelt in
Tandridge (more than any
other UK district council),
much of which would not be
classed as Greenbelt else-
where, simply cause shortage
of housing land supply and
force pressure on the remain-
ing 6%?

Why are local councillors, in-
cluding our Tory MP, so opposed
to local housing development
contrary to national directives
to counter an acute housing
shortage? Whose votes are
they pursuing? Certainly not
young househunters in what
was recently classed asthe fifth
most unaffordable housing area
in the UK.
