Husband and wife team, Joe and
Nelia Inacio, provide a warm and
friendly welcome for their cus-
tomers, making the restaurant
feel like a home from home.

My daughter Jenny and I enjoyed
a pre-Christmas meal at the
restaurant recently when it was
bustling with groups of friends out
celebrating the festive season.
After pulling our Christmas crack-
ers, we ordered our food. I chose
the Avocado Vinaigrette for my
starter and Jenny chose one of
the Specials of the Day, the
Grilled Chorizo.
