Thieves wipe out  Christmas
fundraising for South 
Godstone RSPCA  by Julia Church
The Friends of South Godstone
RSPCA have suffered a serious
blow to their fundraising ef-
forts following the theft of the
generator they hired for their
Christmas Fair that was held
on Saturday 19th November.
They were due to return it to
the hire company the following
Monday morning but when
staff arrived at the centre they
discovered the generator had
been stolen.

Trustee of the Friends Group,
Paul Munro, said:  “The thieves

had broken through the gates
to the centre, ripped open our
marquis with a knife and bro-
ken the chains that were se-
curing the generator in order
to remove it.  The garden cen-
tre on the A22 opposite the
RSPCA also had £2,000 worth
of tools taken the same night.”

Brandon Hire in Crawley had
kindly provided the generator
at a reduced rate of £100
plus VAT but the Friends are
now faced with a bill of
£7,600 to replace it.   To

make matters worse, two
other major fundraising
events, the Summer Boot
Sale and Summer Fair both
had to be cancelled due to
torrential rain in June making
the field waterlogged.   

Paul’s wife, Celia, who is also a
member of the Friends Group,
said:  “The Christmas Fair
raised £2,000 but the financial
loss incurred by the theft of
the generator is huge, and the
effort made by all our volun-
teers has gone to waste". 

Money raised by the Friends
Group goes towards the cost of
the centre’s valuable work, such
as funding expensive operations

that may be needed by the an-
imals.  The Friends also spent
ten years raising funds to make
a contribution towards the cost
of the state-of-the-art new ken-
nel block that opened in Jan-
uary 2015.

Residents express

concern over poten-

tial development of

allotments  

On Saturday 26th November,
allotment holders and residents
of Sunny Rise and Heath Road
in Caterham-on-the-Hill gath-
ered on the Heath Road allot-
ments to see what they can do
to protect the area from devel-
opment.  The allotments are
one of the sites identified in the
Local Plan Site Survey as poten-
tially developable by Tandridge
District Council. 
A spokesperson for the local res-
idents said:   “We are concerned
about the potential loss of this

well used, tranquil area which
provides exercise and recreation
for almost 200 people, as well as
providing food and being a
haven for wildlife. Local residents
are particularly concerned that
with the loss of this cultivated
area, which soaks up excess
water, flooding will increase and
their homes will be affected.”
Increased levels of traffic and a
lack of available spaces in local
schools to cater for a growing
population were further issues of
concern.  Tandridge residents
have been expressing their
views about the possible devel-
opment of this and other sites
across Tandridge by participating
in the consultation that ended on
Friday 30th December.

Residents and agencies

form Project Group to

tackle flood issues

On Monday 5th December the
Flood Action Groups of Cater-
ham and Old Coulsdon met
representatives from Tandridge
District Council, Surrey County
Council, and Croydon Council
as well as representatives from
Thames Water and the Envi-
ronment Agency, to discuss the
issues raised by the floods of
7th June.
Mary Alston, Chairman of the
Caterham-on-the-Hill Flood Ac-
tion Group, said:  “The meeting
was very positive and the at-
tendees followed an action plan
collated by the Flood Action
Groups in response to the is-
sues and concerns raised by
the residents across Caterham
and Old Coulsdon.
“The agencies guaranteed their
commitment to listen to our is-
sues and concerns, and agreed
that there were still gaps in
their knowledge.  The Flood Ac-
tion Groups are able to provide
this information and will con-
tinue to contribute to their
meetings.  The agencies have
formed a Project Group which
our groups will be part of.  

They are undertaking a
feasability study and although
this will take time, the agen-
cies recognised the urgency
and likelihood of further flood-
ing.”
Julie Blackburn, Chairman of
the Old Coulsdon Flood Action
Group, said:  “Having been
passed from pillar to post for
the past 16 years by Croydon
Council regarding local flood-
ing issues in Old Coulsdon, I
was pleasantly surprised by
the positive attitude from the
authorities - it was not the
heated debate I had ex-
pected.  It is reassuring that
finally, historical local knowl-
edge will be addressed and I
am delighted that all parties
are taking the matter very se-
riously….. with the exception
of the London Borough of
Croydon who sent along a ju-
nior member of staff to the
meeting who was not ade-
quately prepared.”*
The Chairman of Tandridge
District Council and District
Councillor for Chaldon, Pat
Cannon, said:  “We have
taken a quantum leap for-
ward but if we do not do
something about flooding we
will just have to be re-active
instead of pro-active.  We
have to take measures in
some way to minimise the ef-
fects of heavy rainfall.  The
way forward is to work with
the Flood Action Groups that

are highly regarded by 
Surrey and Tandridge. 
“The stark reality for me was
visiting the homes of the peo-
ple affected.  It brought it
home how devastating it is for
families and cannot be ignored.
Although things are starting to
happen we are a long way
from fixing the problem so we
must keep our pedal on the
metal and see this through to
the end.”
Mary added:  “Pat Cannon, as
well as the Chairman of Cater-
ham-on-the-Hill Parish Council,
Chris Botten, and other parish
councillors have been very
supportive.  
“We are planning to hold a
public meeting in February to
provide residents in the area
with an update and useful in-
formation about insurance re-
newal and flood resilience.”
The Flood Action Groups will be
starting a website and using
social media to keep people in-
formed but in the meantime
please e-mail caterham.flood-
actiongroup@yahoo.com for
further information.

It
would be lovely to have a little rest,
but there is the switching on of the
Christmas lights this Saturday in
Caterham Valley, at which we are
helping out.”
David Lee, Parliamentary spokesper-
son for the Liberal Democrats in East
Surrey and the District Councillor for
Whyteleafe, said: “I would like to say
well done to all of the candidates who
stood in the election.  Sticking your
head above the parapet can be
daunting for some people.  It was
nice to see all candidates shake
hands at the declaration.”

On Thursday 24th November, the by-
election took place for the vacancy
created by Jill Caudle’s resignation
from her post of District Councillor for
the Valley Ward in Caterham.
Dorinda Cooper from the Liberal
Democrats won with 444 votes which
was 52% of all votes cast.  Jeffrey
Bolter of the United Kingdom Inde-
pendence Party received 145 votes;
Paul Shipway, of the Conservative
Party received 215 votes and Mark
Wood of the Labour Party received 57
votes.  
After the votes were counted,
Dorinda said: “I’m thrilled to have
won.  It was such a surprise as I had
such big shoes to fill.  Everyone I
spoke to on the doorstep all spoke so
highly of Jill.  I hope I can live up to
their expectations. Now the hard
work starts.  We need to be clear on
the plans for Timber Hill Park and to
ensure Tillingdown Park is safe.”
Jill Caudle, who also attended the
count, said: “I’m so glad to hand the
baton on to someone who I know will
work hard for the people of Cater-
ham.  I have left you all in good
hands.”

It is always a pleasure to dine at
Bollywood Indian Restaurant at
19 Godstone Road, Caterham
Valley, and on this latest occasion
I visited at lunchtime for a pre-
Christmas lunch with my friend
Mandy who works at Evergreen
Joinery in Caterham-on-the-Hill.  
We were given a warm welcome
by Khan, the manager of Bolly-
wood and we received excellent
service throughout our meal
from Kam our waiter.  
Mandy chose the Onion Bhajis
for her starter while I chose a
starter I had not had before, the
Sev Papdi Chatt, a combination
of chick peas  and potatoes with
a coriander, mint and tamarind
sauce topped with crushed pa-
padom.  I thoroughly enjoyed
the crunchy papadom and
creamy sauce mixed with the
other ingredients, it made a
lovely change.  Mandy enjoyed
her Onion Bhajis which she said
were not dry, as she finds they
can be sometimes. 
For our main courses, Mandy

asked for Khan’s recommenda-
tion because she normally or-
ders either Chicken Dansak or
Chicken Madras.  So Khan sug-
gested Mandy try the Chicken
Karai, described as  a dish
“highly flavoured with herbs and
spices”.  
I ordered the Sabzi Hariali from
the Vegetarian Main Course op-
tions, on Khan’s recommenda-
tion, (fresh vegetables cooked
with mint and coriander).  We
shared a Kashmeri Aloo Jeera
side dish (potatoes cooked in
thick spicy sauce with fried cumin
seeds and onion) and a coconut
rice.  My Sabzi Hariali had pota-
toes, green beans, sweetcorn,

peas, onion and carrot and had a
lovely flavour. It was just the right
level of spiciness for me, as Khan
said he knows what I like.  What
a fantastic personal service!   
Mandy was delighted with her
Chicken Karai because, she said:
“I love onions and I love peppers,
which this has!”
We shared a nice warm Pesh-
wari Naan bread and by the end
of the meal we were both very
full, with no room for dessert.
Indian restaurants are Mandy’s
favourite and she said that al-
though she lives in Warlingham,
she will definitely be popping
back to Caterham to dine at
Bollywood again.

Nature Notes
by Adele Brand
Ever heard of a ‘righteous
red waxy cap’? Even under
its more common name of
‘scarlet waxcap’, it might
still cause some blank faces,
which is a shame because it
is truly one of the most
beautiful residents of old
grasslands. It’s not animal,
plant or mineral: it is a
species of fungi. To be more
exact, waxcaps form a
genus called Hygrocybe.
They’re sometimes called
the orchids of the fungi
world because they appear
in such spectacular colours,
from green to bright yellow
and even flamingo-pink. 
Waxcaps are more than just
a colourful addition to our
countryside. They are very
sensitive to disturbance and
artificial fertiliser, and can
take decades to recolonise a
damaged site. Waxcap-rich
grasslands are in steep de-
cline across Europe, and the
UK now has an international
responsibility to conserve
them. Unfortunately, unim-
proved grassland is one of
our most threatened habi-
tats – it is rapidly disap-

pearing due to overdevelop-
ment and agricultural
changes. 
We are fortunate in our area
to still have old, undisturbed
fields complete with a
splash of waxcap colour.
Parrot, snowy, scarlet, and
golden waxcaps are
amongst those recorded lo-
cally. As the Local Plan con-
sultation continues, it is
useful to remember that an-
cient grassland is just as im-
portant as ancient
woodland. Our biodiversity
needs both.
