Chaldon residents hear details of

proposed big change to popular

village school

Local residents in the school hall for the meeting.

On Thursday 11th January, a
public meeting took place at St.
Peter and St. Paul School in
Chaldon to present and discuss
the proposal to extend the
upper age range of the school
from 4-7 to 4-11, thereby
changing the school from an in-
fant-only to a full primary
school.
Head teacher, Mrs Stephanie
Bailey, explained to the audi-
ence:  “The catalyst for the
change is that St. John’s CofE
Primary School in Caterham
Valley, where the children nor-
mally feed into, want to reduce
their intake in Year Three, so we
need to come up with a solution
that is for the benefit of both
schools.  The worst case sce-
nario would be for St. Peter and
St. Paul’s to close down and as
one of the key centres of the vil-
lage, it would be a great loss if it

was no longer here. However,
we have good support from the
Southern Diocese and the par-
ents’ view is strongly in favour
of expansion.”
Expanding the school would
give the children a seamless
transition from Key Stage 1 to
Key Stage 2 and would save
parents of KS2 children driving
down to St. John’s and back up
again, twice a day, which would
have a positive impact on the
local environment.  However,
increasing  the current 90
places to 210 would require ex-
tension of the exisiting school
building onto Green Belt land
and managing the traffic and
parking issues that would result
from expanding the school. 
The Chair of Govenors of St.
Peter and St. Paul’s, Cllr. Bob
Milton, said:  “Surrey County
Council (“SCC”) will have the
final say but Cllr. Chris Botten
has had a very positive meet-
ing with the leader of SCC and
we hope the council is behind
us.

“I am confident we can put a
strong case together.  I know
there are problems but we will
work very hard to resolve the
problems.”  
A petition with 700 signatures in
favour of the expansion was put
before cabinet at SCC on Tues-
day 23rd January.
The next stage of the process
will be a formal consultation pe-
riod and the school website wil
be updated with progress.

Council undertakes reviewof “invaluable” communitytransportTandridge District Council has
been undertaking a district-wide
review of community transport
provision for local residents.
However, some users of commu-
nity transport are concerned that
the level of service currently pro-
vided by East Surrey Dial-a-Ride
will not be maintained when the
current service level agreement
with the council expires later this
spring.
Warlingham resident, Carol
Dance, whose husband Barry is

a wheelchair user, said:  “Dial-a-
Ride is more than just transport
- their lovely drivers provide a
real service for the elderly.  If I
am not here they let themselves
in to the house to help Barry out
to the bus and will see him
safely back into his chair when
they bring him home.  There are
an awful lot of people on their
own and they need that extra bit
of care.”
The Council said in a statement:
“Community transport is an

invaluable service for many resi-
dents who would otherwise not
be able to travel easily around the
area. Tandridge recognises the
importance of community trans-
port and has been reviewing how
this could best be provided in fu-
ture.   The tender which has been
advertised is the result of the dis-
trict-wide community transport
review, it is not the East Surrey
Dial-a-Ride service which has
been put out to tender. The
Council has a service level
agreement in place with East
Surrey Dial-a-Ride (ESDaR)
which expires on 31st March
2017, which meant it was an
appropriate time to take a fresh

look at how the service could be
provided across the whole area.The review looked at how com-

My friend Roz and I love Indian
food but we are both guilty of
sticking to our favourite dishes
when dining out.

We shared a plain and a spicy
papadom with accompanying
chutnies and dips whilst we
browsed the menu, and ordered
a bottle of refreshing Pino Grigio
to share.  
For our starters, Roz selected
the King Prawn Butterfly and I
ordered the Paneer Tikka.
Roz said that her King Prawn
Butterfly had gorgeous, spicy In-
dian flavours running through
the batter but she could still

taste the delicate prawn flavour.
My mildly-spicy Paneer (Indian
cheese) was also a very pleas-
ant starter, perfect for vegetari-
ans.
