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Diary of a
Plantaholic

by Sue Baines

This is probably the busiest
time of the year as all the over-
wintered plants, cuttings and
bedding plants are growing at
their strongest.

Dahlias that were in the
ground and covered by a bag
of manure have been exposed.
Those that have been under
cover are out and many are
now being “potted on” into big-
ger pots. It is the perfect time
to repot, as growth hormones
within all plants are in full
throttle! I have a good supply
of pots, so I choose ones no
more than a couple of sizes
bigger, especially for my cut-
tings, which may have small,
fragile root systems. If put into
too large a pot, and we have a
particularly cold, wet period,
the plants can rot. I always use
fresh compost and clean pots.
My preference is multi purpose
compost (although the nutrient
may need enhancing after six
weeks or so).

For plants that are going to be
in a pot long term, I use a heav-

ier soil-based compost. This is
even more crucial for my stan-
dard plants, which need as much
anchoring as possible in windy
Caterham! Whilst doing this it is
essential to check for bugs, as
they take hold so quickly.

I love our new centre bed,
which now has plum-coloured
slate around the paths and a
bird bath in place of grass.
However, the two lawns that
have been left have suffered
with all the wheel-barrowing
and changes that took place.
So the grass has been scarified
and fed, grass seed sprinkled
over bare patches and dande-
lions etc. dug out.

This is not the most relaxing
month for me, but the most ex-
citing as I love the challenge!
